GLOBAL DAY OF ACTION 

AGAINST WASTE AND INCINERATION: 

A CALL TO IMPLEMENT ZERO WASTE STRATEGY

Bay-of-Chaleurs – November 26th, 2007 – During the Global Day of Action Against Waste and Incineration (Wednesday November 28th, 2007), the Return to Sender Coalition with G.A.I.A (Global Alliance for Incinerator Alternatives) is calling on the citizens of the Bay of Chaleur to implement a ZERO WASTE strategy that will prevent any type of incineration in our community and to eliminate the production of waste that is damaging the environment and public health.

“With the coming holiday season, the increased sale of various products will only add to our waste problems, said Florian Levesque, spokesperson for Environnement Vie. “Simple actions such as composting food wastes, using natural fibres bags for grocery and shopping and recycling clothes, paper products, metals and some plastics are just some of the ways people can reduce the amount of garbage they produce.”

Levesque says that municipalities wanting to reduce their garbage disposals costs should implement recycling programs where garbage can be separated at the source (house recycling bins for each recyclable products). And he says, federal and provincial governments should help finance municipalities that are implementing ZERO WASTE strategies.

“Industry must also become more responsible in the way they manufacture and market their product. Eliminating packaging and recycling their products should be implemented as soon as possible”, said Luc Potvin, a spokesperson for the Return To Sender Coalition.  

“These strategies, once implemented would considerably reduce the amount of garbage residents send to dumps or incinerators, both of which cause problems for human health and the environment”, said Potvin.

According to the Global Alliance for Incinerator Alternatives and the Return to Sender Coalition, reducing waste is a key to maintaining a healthy environment.

“The land we live on is providing food for both Natives and Non-Natives. Our land must continue to feed our children. I invite people to join the world movement to stop polluting incineration projects and also to reduce our level of consumption in order to protect our earth”, said Chief Claude Jeannotte de Gespeg.

“Oceans, forest and lands are providing food for us. We have the responsibility to take care of our environment and our planet. To protect our own life means that we are responsible to diminish our consumption of goods. Each gesture is what counts”, said Gaétan Dugas of Environnement Vie – Péninsule acadienne.
